By submitting your application you agree that ISAP will retain the application form for the administration of the bursary awards. Your bank account details will be deleted from the form on record after all transactions have been completed.
This bursary provides financial assistance to attend the event for which it has been advertised.
· The bursary is not transferrable to another person or another event. If further conditions have been advertised, these form part of the selection criteria.

· The bursary will be awarded based on the Application Statement on the application form. This should not only highlight the benefits of the bursary to the applicant, but also to ISAP. Information entered in the section Event may also be used to inform the selection.
· The bursary will not be awarded if there are other reasonably substantial sources of funding available to the applicant (e.g. PhD stipends, employer training grants). If such other funding is awarded before the outcome of the application to ISAP has been announced, the Society shall be made aware of it immediately and this may influence the selection. If such other funding is awarded after the outcome of the application to ISAP has been announced, it has no effect on an already awarded ISAP bursary. If the event cannot be attended ISAP has to be informed immediately and all or parts of the bursary may have to be paid back. The tick-boxes in the section Declaration have to be confirmed to explicitly accept these conditions.
· The form does not have to be signed. However, to confirm the identity of the applicant it is desirable that an institutional email address (e.g. university, employer) is used, if one is available.
· The maximum value of the bursary is as advertised and the number of bursaries available is limited. Depending on the quality and number of applications received the number of bursaries awarded may be fewer than advertised.
· The application must be made digitally on the prescribed form by the advertised closing date and emailed to bursary@archprospection.org as a Word (.doc, .docx) or .odt document (i.e. not .pdf).
· All bursary applications for the same event will normally be evaluated together by the ISAP Management Committee soon after the closing date. If a decision about a bursary award is required before the closing date (e.g. if the respective event can only be attended if a bursary is secured before the closing date) this has to be communicated to ISAP and a two-thirds majority of the ISAP Management Committee can award a bursary prior to the closing date.
· All applicants will be informed about the outcome of their application by email. Successful applicants subsequently must confirm their acceptance of the bursary award and its terms by email.
· The bursary will normally be paid as a bank transfer to the bank account stated on the application form. The accuracy of this account information is hence of great importance. Banking and exchange fees of the receiving bank have to be covered by the recipient. Only in exceptional cases (e.g. excessive exchange fees) may it be possible to provide all or parts of the bursary as a cash payment at the funded event, and/or to pay the registration fee to the event organisers directly.
· If presentations are being made during the event for which the bursary was awarded ISAP support shall be acknowledged in writing in the presentations delivered, orally or as poster, and in all publications linked to the event (if they are authored after the bursary was awarded).
· The decisions reached with respect to this bursary will be regarded as final and no further discussions relating to its allocation can be entered into after the award has been announced.
